· Parking problems in Dunford Terrace at the junction have been reported to the PSCO.  

· A parking space designated to blue badge holders has been approved, but it can’t be designated to any particular house number.

· Concern was raised again that the bridge still desperately needs repairing.

· Concern that the signs (Martin St development) were still in situ.  MDC were aware and would be resolving this issue.

· Concerns were raised about the safety of other road users when heavy tractors were on the roads; a couple of near misses had been reported in the Moorhouse area.  It was suggested that a request for consideration be given to other road users by agricultural vehicle operators should be placed in the Parish Magazine.

· Stiles were discussed to improve access, it was noted that the Environment Agency was responsible for stiles alongside the rivers.  The new footpath clearance operator was aware that there were areas that needed particular attention.
