Planning Application ref no 2010/2303 Construction of two detached two storey, four bedroomed houses and associated works @ Land at Ham Street. Baltonsborough
Reasons for recommended refusal.
1) Application for these two houses is forward of the existing building line.
2)The increase from one to two houses here brings the total on the site to 15.
   There is no Affordable Housing Statement attached to this application which is contrary to policy SN2.
3) the design is urban and mundane, the low stone wall is not in keeping with Ham Street.
4)There is no energy statement, or sustainable drainage plan.
5) MDC application form, Box15, states 'no trees or hedges on proposed development site',
    but these can be seen on the arial view on the front of the design and access statement.
    No tree survey has been submitted.
