Colin McNamee attended the meeting to give a report in the ‘Lest We Forget Project’. He reported that the cleaning of the Memorial had been completed satisfactorily and that he had paid the money direct to James Long(Mason) Trowbridge.
With regard to the 8 vases that had been sent to James Long for restoration. When he went to collect the vases he immediately realised that the vases had been seriously damaged beyond repair. The face had been completely removed and a flat surface remained. This had completely changed the character/ design of the vases. Mr. McNamee had provided detailed photographs and instructions on how these vases were to be restored prior to the work commencing.
Colin brought one of the ruined vases along for the councillors to see.

 Mr. McNamee had been in contact both verbally and in writing with the contractor stating his dissatisfaction and had asked them to contact him within 48 hrs.

	Planning matters :
Application 2011/2349 Erection of a building to be used as two B1 Industrial units @ Land west of Date Palms. Ham Street., Baltonsborough.
This application was discussed by the councillors and it was proposed by Cllr Sherrard that we recommend refusal to this application on the same grounds as before:
The parish council recommends refusal of this application.

Reasons.

The new detached unit becomes approximately 30% larger than the original Unit F and will appear as an even larger unit because it is detached. It is noted that the proposed floor area would be equal or greater than the building which is to be demolished but the 2 new sub units would probably not be commercially viable.

General Observations.

The village has generally accepted the overall plan of a mixed development with light

industrial units in this area. By detaching Unit F and meeting the prerequisites of the recent appeal condition it is perceived that Units A,B,C,D and E may not get built at all. The council's opinion is that the 6 units in 2 blocks of 3 would be more commercially viable and

therefore more likely to achieve the general concept of light industry on this mixed development site.

This was seconded by Cllr McDowell, Vote was unanimous and motion passed.
Correspondence: Approvals, Refusals etc.
Planning application 2011/1369 – erection of 4 detached dwellings with associated garaging and access @ Land Ham Street. Baltonsborough – this has gone to panel on the 19th October and been refused by MDC. The Parish Council had proposed refusal of this application..
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	Matters arising from the minutes 6th October 
Cllr Sherrard – enforcements signs Martin Street. David Woodridge has been contacted by Cllr Sherrard. DW will look into the matter of having these signed removed.  
Cllr Sherrard – Solar Park letter sent October 2011.

A reply has been received from Mr. MacDonald acknowledging our concerns concerning the traffic route and lighting. He confirmed that the traffic route has been re-iterated to the contractors and the lighting on the site is only temporary.

With regarding to the screening issues he states that no screening has taken place as yet and also that no hedge trimming has taken place on his land.

It was proposed by Cllr Everitt that Cllr Sherrard contact the owner of adjacent land bordering the river regarding the hedge and querying whether trimming has taken place which has resulted in clear vision of the Solar Park.
This was seconded by Cllr McDowell with a unanimous vote. – Motion passed.
Cllr Tucker - Action Committee
Cllr Tucker read out a letter from Nick Horton regarding the plans to create an action committee. No money from the Parish Council can be put into this fund and it was proposed that the Clerk write to Mr. Horton setting out the councils position but stressing that they fully support this idea and would like to be kept updated on progress.
Cllr Tucker - Football Club.

The Young Football Club is definitely closing any money left in the fund will be given to the Parish Council and ring fenced for Playpark Equipment. Agenda next month.
Cllr Blackburn & Cllr Tucker - Additional Play park Equipment.
Nothing to report at present – investigations still ongoing – agenda next month.
Cllr Wright - Survey Monkey 
Cllr Wright has looked at other Parish Council surveys and had previously emailed  three examples(varying in size) of existing surveys format and content to be discussed. Following this Cllr Wright will draw up a draft survey to be brought to the next meeting. It was felt that this project should involve the whole parish. This would take the format of(a) Mission Statement( b) Draft Questionnaire (c) Start Date (d)Timetable (e) Form a steering group including representatives from groups within the village who could benefit from this survey.

It was proposed by Cllr Everitt that Cllr Wright arrange a public village meeting, sending out invites to all local groups and individuals. The proposed date for this meeting is to be 8th December at the village hall and the costs of hiring the hall to be met by the Parish Council. Cllr Blackburn to assist with names and addresses etc. This was seconded by Cllr McDowell with a unanimous vote – motion passed.
Cllr Sherrard – Chubb Bullied letter.

Cllr Everitt – Planning Strategy newsletter.
A decision on whether to subscribe to this newsletter has been delayed as it was felt that the information could be sourced from other sites.
